A new development in remote pressure transmitter diaphragm seals which eliminates the need for costly exotic wetted materials when applied to corrosive, high-temperature, high-vacuum processes has been launched by ABB Automation.





The new S6 range of 600T EN Remote Diaphragm Seals from ABB features as standard a tough, corrosion-resistant Teflon PFA film which is hot-deposited on to a stainless steel diaphragm using a unique, glue-free, chemical bonding process. As a result, the seal can cope with most corrosive process media and will give reliable performance in high working temperatures up to 250oC and close to full vacuum working pressures. This compares with maximum working temperatures of between 140oC and 150oC for the majority of standard remote seal coatings available which are usually glued to the metalwork.





Enhancing ABB’s range of 600T EN differential, gauge and absolute pressure transmitters, S6 600T EN remote seals are aimed at processes using highly corrosive media such as those in the chemical, petrochemical and pharmaceutical sectors. They provide the ideal solution for cost-effectively running plants more efficiently at higher 
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temperatures since, under such conditions, operators no longer need to invest in expensive wetted materials such as Hastelloy C, Titanium, Monel or Nickel.
