It can be mounted directly or used remotely in a separate field (KKA) housing to provide safe and easy access to transmitters in difficult locations, including hazardous area applications for which the ABB CoMeter has comprehensive certification approvals.



More than just an indicator, the ABB CoMeter is a powerful information tool for transmitter management in the field. 
A programmable signal meter and configurator keypad display integrates LCD and bargraph indications with HART configuration capabilities

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reconfigured to present data in any engineering unit scale, as well as allowing for linear or square root indications.




Simply depressing two arrow keys, transforms the ABB CoMeter into a powerful HART-based programming and diagnostics tool which can be used to change several configuration settings. A four-
button
 keypad allows easy management of the associated transmitter and a 7-digit alphanumeric display provides comprehensive feedback via menu-driven operations.
