Why Safe Torque Off cannot be added to an ACS 800 U4 Module

The ACS800-04 drive is the only module version that can currently be supplied with +Q967 option added.
This is because we are not currently certified in United States to add the +Q967 to an ACS800-U4 drive.
There is a requirement for the drive with the +Q967 option to be tested only once it is assembled as a
complete unit and adding the option in the field is not allowed.
