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EAST OF SCOTLAND WATER INVESTS IN ABB KENT-TAYLOR FLOWMETERING





As part of its programme to improve further its understanding and management of the water distribution system, East of Scotland Water (ESW) are implementing an Integrated Network Management Strategy over the next 18 months. Reliable and accurate supply and district metering  are essential to this programme, so ESW has invested in ABB Kent-Taylor’s Aquaprobe insertion flowmeters and AquaMag battery-operated electromagnetic flowmeters.





The electromagnetic flowmeters are being used as new meters and to replace old district meters which are no longer providing the accuracy of data required for the programme. 
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The first benefit of  the ABB Kent-Taylor flowmeters for ESW lies in monitoring the effectiveness of its leakage  and demand management programme. Secondly, they will provide information on the hydraulic performance based on the best available data. Additionally, with the flowmeters in place, hydraulic performance targets can be set on the basis of the model simulation and achievement against the targets measured. 





Mr Raymond Millar, Project Leader  /INMS within ESW, also commented: ” As well as their accuracy which results from their excellent turn-down ratio, ABB Kent-Taylor electromagnetic flowmeters have an inherent advantage of a through-bore design, with no internal obstructions, thus enabling full flow for satisfying peak demand on the system, and still allowing measurement of leakage.”





The Aquaprobe insertion flowmeter was designed by ABB Kent-Taylor in conjunction with the water industry, as a portable insertion meter  which can be installed or removed without disrupting flow. It is suitable for pipe sizes from 200mm to 2000mm and is a cost-effective alternative to conventional in-line meters for potable or relatively clean raw water. It is also highly suitable for calibration checking of in-line flowmeters. Aquaprobe is bi-directional with the same accuracy in both directions. AquaMag is a battery-operated model of  MagMaster.





The ESW Integrated Network Management Strategy is scheduled to achieve a complete upgrade of flowmeters as required in all four divisions at water supply and strategic DMA level by the end of 1998, and full coverage district metering level before the millennium.
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
